Dear Parents,

Lake Worth high school was rated Academically Unacceptable for the 2010-2011 because some of our
students did not meet performance standards on the math portion of the state-mandated TAKS assessment.
Lake Worth High School has excellent teachers, administrators, and a plan in place to improve these test
scores and help all students be successful. However, this performance rating resulted in LWHS being placed on
the Public Education Grant (PEG) list.

In 1995, the Texas Legislature created the Public Education Grant (PEG) program [TEC §§29.201 - 29.205]. The
PEG program permits parents whose children attend schools on the PEG list to request that their children
transfer to schools in other districts. A list of PEG-designated schools is provided to districts annually. By
February 1, districts must notify each parent of a student in the district assigned to attend a school on the PEG
list. Based on the February list, parents may request a transfer for the following school year.

A parent may request a transfer by contacting the district the student wants to transfer te, in writing. This PEG
notification letter, as well as the PEG list, provides adequate justification for the transfer request. However,
this request does not automatically guarantee that your child will be granted the requested transfer. Each

district must follow the same protocols they follow for evaluating non-PEG requests for transfers from other
districts.

If you transfer your child to another district under the PEG program LWISD is not required to provide
transportation. :
